With a
flame-retardant outer jacket, this cable is particularly
useful for heavy traffic or more challenging mechanical
exposure conditions and applications requiring extra
rugged cables. Offered in 50 µm, 62.5 µm, single-mode
and hybrid versions, these cables meet the application
requirements of the National Electrical Code® (NEC®)
and are OFNP and FT-6 listed. These cables also meet
ICEA S-83-596 test criteria and are available with
Gigabit Ethernet and 10 Gigabit Ethernet performance.
